The Cub Scout Roundtable
Teaching Notes

1. Primary Method of Instruction

The Primary method of instruction is guided discussion preceded by preliminary information to set the stage for discussion and responses. Preliminary information will come from brief lecture, use of resources such the Cub Scout Roundtable Guide. 
Greet students with your name and scouting title. Inform them that this will be a working discussion and that they will walk away with some inserts to their Roundtable for the next month.
NOTE: Using this lesson plan please note that this is a free flowing format and that you are the facilitator and not lecturing to the class. If you would like to lecture please use the PowerPoint presentation for BCS 154.
Discussion #1: When planning a monthly Roundtable use the Cub Scout Roundtable planning guide to …(this is a great time to review the planning guide see pages 31-43 in the CS Roundtable planning guide)
Discussion #2: Which Roundtable planning format do I use and why? All Roundtables look different depending on several factors from 60-90 minute meetings once a month typically in urban and suburban districts to 120-180 minute meetings every other month or quarterly for rural or very spread out districts that hold meetings in different parts of the district (e.g. one month a district will have a meeting in the northern part of the district and use the May and June planning information. The next month they meet in the southern part of the district and use the June and July planning information. If units attend one of the meetings every other month they will still receive the same information that a monthly Roundtable has.)
Discussion #3: When talking to my District Commissioner or Assistant District Commissioner of Roundtables, as a group we look at what Big Rock topics should be covered this month. How do we choose the topic? Am I told what the topic should be? If I get to choose the topic how do I come up with the topic? What is a Big Rock topic and why are they important?
Discussion #4: How do I make my Roundtable fun and exciting? Is my Roundtable a Pack meeting for the Adult leaders? 

Discussion #5: Do I include breakouts for all the different ranks of Cub Scouting? Do I include breakouts for Cubmasters and Committee Chairs? Do I adjust time from the planning format? Can I change the planning format? (Yes! This is just a suggested format! Please make sure that all the participants know they can adjust to what the needs of the District are.)
Show and Tell: Have participants share their favorite song, skit, run-on, craft or Commissioner’s minute. 
Closing Ceremony: Demonstrate the closing ceremony for the month that you have chosen to end your discussion.
2. Secondary Method of Instruction
The PowerPoint slide show may be used to aid in the presentation of the material of this course. The presentation notes of the PowerPoint provide the presenter with the content since the slides are only meant to provide a summary of each concept. Handouts of the slideshow may be useful to the participants. Discussion and engagement of the participants as in the Primary Method of Instruction must still be a major component of the class.
