The Drugs:  A Deadly Game Campaign is a multimedia, multifaceted drug education experience designed to stimulate discussion in small groups or classroom settings.  It is designed as a market basket of easily digestible facts that will get children talking - and learning - about the dangers of drug use and abuse.

More than 16 million copies of Drugs:  A Deadly Game brochures have been distributed since 1987, making it one of the largest national antidrug efforts ever undertaken.

Launched in June 1994, the third edition of Drugs:  A Deadly Game speaks to today’s issues, such as the escalating crack epidemic, increased use of inhalants, and repopularization of steroids.

Drug abuse is our country’s number one concern - above crime and AIDS.  Every day more than 3,000 teenagers start smoking.  One in ten Americans has used cocaine at least once.  An American is killed in an alcohol-related accident every 22 minutes.  One police officer fighting drugs is killed every 57 hours.  Drinking and driving is the number one killer of teenagers.

Drugs:  A Deadly Game is intended for all youth, male and female, whether or not they are involved in Scouting.
